Step 1: Positioning the speakers ( There are 2 options to position
the speakers)

1) To install the speakers on a wall

Take the Mounting Racket Screws( ® ) supplied as an accessory for the Hole on
the Speaker Racket on back side ( ®) ).Then, fasten the screws to the wall( ©) ).
You can hang the speakers on the screws.

1. Connect the AC power cord with power socket to the mains.

2. Press ON/OFF switch on the subwoofer, the unit enters into Standby mode.
The VOL indicator will flash when the unit is power on, then LED indicator of
subwoofer front panel will light up in Red color. Press any button on remote
controller, the unit enters into Playback mode, LED indicator of subwoofer front
panel changes from Red color to Blue color.

3. Connect 3.5 mm stereo audio cable or RCA cable to select the input source.

Step 5: Listening to a BT device

1. Press “ BT ” on remote controller, the unit enters into BT playback, LED indicator
of subwoofer front panel will flash in blue color. Search for “ SC-HT31GS
/SC-HT31GA” on BT device and pair the devices with the speaker system, then
LED indicator of subwoofer front panel will keep lighting up in blue color after
connected successfully.

2. When playing the files in BT devices, Short press the MODE touch button,
the VOL blue indicator on the top panel lights up, then rotate the VOL/Treble/Bass
Combo controller (refers to “Combo controller’in the following) to increase /
decrease the volume; Short press the MODE touch button again, the BASS blue
indicator on the top panel lights up, then rotate Combo controller to increase /
decrease the bass; Short press the MODE touch button again, the TREBLE blue
indicator on top panel lights up, rotate Combo controller to increase/decrease
the treble.

® Long press MODE to return default volume.

® When USB device is inserted into USB port of subwoofer, the unit will play
the songs from USB device automaticlly. Press"AUX" button on remote to
enter into AUX mode if you want to play the songs from TV,DVD,PC etc.
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Step 6: Listening to a USB device

You can enjoy music files copied from your computer on the connected USB device.
This system will playback MP3 file. Make sure that this system is turned on before
you connect a USB device.

1. Connect USB device to the USB port of the subwoofer to select the USB function.
The USB indicator flashes in blue color, then the blue indicator keeps flashing slowly
when USB Playback starts.

2. Short press the MODE touch button, the VOL blue indicator on the top panel lights
up, then rotate the VOL / Treble / Bass Combo controller (refers to “ Combo controller”
in the following) to increase/decrease the volume; Short press the MODE touch button
again, the BASS blue indicator on the top panel lights up, then rotate Combo controller
to increase/decrease the bass; Short press the MODE touch button again, the TREBLE
blue indicator on top panel lights up, rotate Combo controller to increase / decrease the
treble.

3. Playback order of the file. the unit will play files in USB flash drive according to the
sequency of copying files to USB flash drive.The last song copied to the USB will play
first.
