3 Connect the camera USB port and the AC adaptor using the 
USB connection cable.

4 Connect the AC adaptor to an electrical outlet.
0 The charging light turns red and charging begins.

The charging light turns off when charging is complete.

0 Using the camera body and the supplied AC adaptor.

Inserting Cards (Optional)

You can use SD memory cards with this camera.

0 Match the orientation of the cards as shown in the figure and then insert them firmly until 
they click.
0 To remove a card, confirm that the corresponding card access light has turned off, push the 

card until it clicks, then pull the card out straight.
0 Format the cards with the camera before use.

1 Rotate the mode dial to select the 
recording mode ([iA]/[P]/[A]/[S]/[M]).

2 Press the shutter button halfway 
(press it gently) to focus.

3 Press the shutter button fully (press 
it further) to take pictures.

Recording Videos

1 Rotate the mode dial to select the 
recording mode.

2 Press the video rec. button to start 
recording.

3 Press the video rec. button again to 
end recording.
